The bathroom
poses an interesting problem
because the basic element -
water - plays two roles.

@ The most yin room in the
house, the bathroom is
often damp and dark so add
yang for balance - some
bright splashes of color or
lighted candles.

“The technology has been around for more than 70 years,
and many European countries heat their water this way.
When tankless water heaters are running, you can take
shower after shower after shower, and never run out of
water! When the showers are not in use, the tankless
water heaters use no energy. But they do have limitations.
The smaller units are only able to pump about 2.2 gallons
a minute, which is large enough for only one shower head.
Those units retail for about $400. The larger heaters
can pump double the amount of smaller units, but retail
for approximately $1,500. 1 like the gas-fired AquaStar
by Bosch.”
